This year's EfM basic mentor training (now called Foundations of Seminary Life) and formation event (now called Formation for Mentoring and Ministry) is scheduled for August 16 – 18, 2018, at St. Crispin’s Episcopal Conference Center east of Seminole, Oklahoma. Registration will begin at 2:00 p.m. on Thursday the 16th with the training beginning promptly at 3:00 p.m. We will end no later than 2:00 p.m. on Saturday. Mentor training is intensive and rewarding work, requiring 18 contact hours. If you cannot attend the entire 18 hours, please plan to attend another training event: national and Sewanee training schedules are available at the EfM website http://efm.sewanee.edu/mentor-training/mentor-training-schedule .
For those who are new to mentoring, please be aware that your accreditation as a mentor is in effect for 18 months. Before or by the end of that period, Sewanee requires that you attend another training to be re-accredited. The important thing: please maintain your accreditation. 

 Please come prepared to renew/establish deep friendships, enjoy the wild nature of St. Crispin’s, (you may want to bring your hiking shoes), have some fun, be exhausted by the rigor of the training sessions, and be enriched and inspired to begin/continue this splendid ministry. St. Crispin’s provides all bed and bath linens. Dress is casual. Since the air-conditioning ‘overworks’, you may want to bring a sweater. Bring your alarm clock, and any other items that will make their stay productive and comfortable. You may be asked to plan worship services and should bring resources for doing that. This may include a candle, matches, or music and something to play it on. If you are going to use a specific book and will want to make copies to share, please try and make them in advance if possible. If you want to use candles, they must not be open flamed. They must be on a tile or other material for safety purposes.  
Please note that cell phone reception is spotty at St. Crispin’s. You may give the St. Crispin’s main phone number as a contact: 405 382-1619. In the event you are unable to attend on the day of the event, please contact St. Crispin’s, and they will take a message for me.   
We will offer a wine and cheese social at 5 p.m. until 6 p.m., prior to dinner on both nights. This is not a mandatory attendance event, and your trainer has the option of working up to and even through this event. There will be non-alcoholic drink offerings also available. A soft drink machine is also on the premises for your purchase. A guest refrigerator is available for your use. After your evening work session, you are more than welcome to again gather in the living room area. You are encouraged to bring snacks and a beverage of your choice to share at this time. We will ask that you make sure the space is clean and tidy in preparation of the next day’s activities. 
The training events offered this year: 

Foundations of Seminar Life – (Basic/In-service) -- anyone attending mentor training for the first time, seeking certification, or anyone who was previously certified but has not been actively mentoring, or has been inactive as a mentor for more than a year or a certified mentor that is returning after one year of mentoring; a certified mentor that has attended three consecutive Formation training events.  Please note that accreditation of mentors at Foundations of Seminar Life training is not automatic; the trainer will evaluate each trainee’s readiness to lead a seminar group. We will have 2 classes of Foundations of Seminar Life.  It is first come, first assigned. 
 
Formation for Mentoring and Ministry (Formation) -- a certified mentor that has attended a basic and an in-service training (now called Foundations of Seminar Life) - (two years of training) and has been actively mentoring for that period AND has been approved by a trainer to attend a Formation for Mentoring and Ministry training.  

We have scheduled two Foundation of Seminar Life events and one Formation of Mentoring and Ministry event. The Formation of Mentoring and Ministry topic this year will be Group Life Training – to understand more deeply the importance of others in our life and to see more clearly how our identity and work is related to others.

As our training event usually fills up, we operate on a first come, first serve basis. We cannot accept reservations by an email or by phone. Completed applications and checks must be received in order to save your space. 

  
Food Restrictions – We strive hard to make sure all food issues are honored as best we can. Hopefully the information below will help with some of our special requests. 
If you are gluten-free, please know that we are not a certified gluten-free kitchen. We do our best to prevent cross-contamination but is it not always possible. 

If you have a no High Fructose Corn Syrup diet, you may wish to bring some supplemental items which you know do not contain HFCS. There are a multitude of ingredients which contain it, and it may be impossible for us to regulate this ingredient.

If you are lactose intolerant, you are encouraged to bring your preference of drinking “milk.”

If you have indicated other food allergies, we suggest you to bring some things that can supplement your meals and still meet your needs. 
Cancellations: We will be unable to return any funds for cancellations received one-week prior to our training event. 

To register, please complete the enclosed application and submit the following Registration form with your non-refundable deposit of $100.00 to me at the address below. The balance will be due at check in. I must receive your deposit of $100.00 (checks payable to Diocese of Oklahoma) by July 31. With receipt of your registration deposit, I will schedule you on a first come first served basis. This will allow camp ample time to order sufficient amounts of food to cover your attendance. 
You will receive confirmation from me upon receipt of your registration and additional instructions from your trainer prior to the event, as they may have additional things they wish you to bring.
